Harvey Leete, Sr:  “The city council
needs more money to do more
things.  That’s why I’m in favor of
parking meters –– to provide more
revenue for the city.”
Cedric Porter:  “The town needs
some enthusiasm.  It ought to take
an interest in itself.”
Bert Johnson:  “Cooperation among
the merchants.”
Mrs. Bert Johnson:  “Better streets
are a real necessity.  Upper Spring
Street is enough to ruin a good car
with its terrible bumps and mud in
the winter.
Gilbert Schuldt:  “There’s a beauti-
ful feature of this town that’s entire-
ly neglected –– Deer Creek.”
