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July 21, 1928: Early-Morning Fire Gutted
Alpha Hardware & Supply Co. Building

History books recount Nevada
City’s three “Great Fires” of the 19th
century — 1851, ‘56 and ‘63 — but
there have been several other serious
conflagrations over the years,
including the July 21, 1928 blaze
that gutted Alpha Hardware and
Supply Co. on Broad Street.

At 4:00 a.m., telephone operator
Jane Springer noticed two red lights
on her switchboard at the Pacific
Telephone & Telegraph Co. office at
318 Broad Street, (now occupied by
Posh Nosh), indicating to her that
circuits on both phones at the Alpha
store had been activated.

Miss Springer wasnt sure why
the phoness had been activated at
such an hour, but she suspected a
fire.  She immediately called the
National Hotel and asked the night
clerk to take a look across the street.
Sure enough, the interior of the
building was engulfed in flames.

The desk clerk began pounding
on doors, awakening the guests and
preparing them for possible evacua-
tion. Meanwhile, the night watch-
man at Firehouse #1 on Main Street
heard the crackling of exploding
ammunition and his attention was
drawn to the building. He sounded
the alarm there about the same time
that Emil Ott ran down from his
home on Broad and began ringing
the fire bell at Firehouse #2.

The local fire department was
able to connect nine hose lines and
the Tahoe National Forest yard sent
a tanker to the fire. In addition,
Grass Valley was called and their
firemen quickly responded. Also, a
fire-safety water monitor on top of
the Masonic Lodge began spraying
nearby rooftops.

By sunrise, the fire was out and
Fred Cassidy, manager of the Alpha
Company, was on the scene survey-
ing damages. Once Cassidy had a
chance to meet with insurance
adjusters, reconstruction began.
And since it had been built of con-
crete in 1917, all four walls survived
the immense heat..

Steel trusses for a new roof were
ordered from Oakland, crews went
to work, and the new store opened
for business before Thanksgiving
Day 1928. During the reconstruc-
tion period, Alpha operated the best
it could from 221 Broad Street —
now Citizen’s Restaurant.
